The Eastern Section of the Weimaraner Club of America’s 2011 Show Futurity will be judged at this show.  All dogs/bitches entered in the Futurity must be entered in one of the regular or non-regular conformation classes of the GSWC Specialty on Sunday, Oct. 9, 2011.  A $20.00 entry fee is required to enter the Futurity after the dog/bitch has been properly entered in one of the regular or non-regular conformation classes.

Division of entry money as prizes: 50% of all monies paid into the Futurity Program retained by the Weimaraner Club of America for expenses.  The purse will be divided on a sectional basis reflecting the total number of dogs/bitches in competition. After the monies for each show sectional have been computer, the division shall continue as follows: 1/7th each to the Winners (First place in each of the classes: Senior, Intermediate, Junior – dogs & bitches) 1/14th (additional) to Best Dog in Futurity and to Best Bitch in Futurity.  Each winner’s share will be divided further and paid in this manner. 60% to Owner, 40% to Breeder.  Notice: All entries must comply with the rules governing the WCA’s Show Futurity.  Exhibitor is solely responsible for knowledge of and compliance with those rules. 
CLASSIFICATION
Senior Dog/Bitch – Born on or after June 1, 2009 through September 30, 2009

Intermediate Dog/Bitch – born on or after Oct. 1, 2009 through January 31, 2010

Junior Dog/Bitch – born on or after February 1, 2010 through May 31, 2010

The order of judging will be Junior Dog, Intermediate Dog, Senior Dog, Best Dog in Futurity.  Junior Bitch, Intermediate Bitch, Senior Bitch, Best Bitch in Futurity.  After the judging of Best Bitch in Futurity, the Best Dog and Best Bitch will share equally in the honors and awards.

The Eastern Section of the Weimaraner Club of America’s 2011 Show Maturity will be judged at this show.  All dogs/bitches entered in the Maturity must have been eligible for a Sectional Show Futurity and  must be entered in one of the regular or non-regular conformation classes of the GSWC Specialty Show on Sunday, Oct. 9, 2011.  A $30.00 entry fee is required to enter the Maturity after the dog/bitch has been properly entered in one of the Specialty classes.

Division of entry money as prizes:  The monies collected from the initial litter registration forfeits, as well as late penalty fees will be considered the Breeder’s contribution.  50% of the Breeder’s contribution will be retained by the Weimaraner Club of America for expenses. 1/4th of the total remainder of the Breeder’s contribution will be joined to the entry fees collected at each Sectional Maturity to be awarded to the owners of the four placements in dogs and bitches. The available monies will be divided ½ for dogs and ½ for bitches in this manner: 40% to first, 30% to second, 20% to third and 10% to fourth. BEST OF BREED COMPETITION
Judge:  Mr. Jerry Berkowitz
Non-Regular Classes (involving multiple dog entries)

Stud Dog Class will be for Stud Dogs and two of their Get.  Stud Dogs must be entered in the Stud Dog class and must be shown in the right with their Get.  Owner of the Stud Dog need not necessarily be owner of Get.  Get only to be judged, based on the merits of the Get. An entry fee of $30.00 will be charged for each Stud Dog if he is not entered in any Regular class, Best of Breed Competition or other Non-Regular Class.  If he is entered in another class the fee is $15.00 and should be indicated in the “Additional Class” space of the entry form.  The Get must be entered in a Regular Class, Best of Breed Competition or another Non-Regular Class and need not pay a fee for being shown in the Stud Dog class as Get.

Brood Bitch Class will be for Brood Bitches and two of their Produce.  Brood Bitches must be entered in the Brood Bitch Class and must be shown in the ring with their Produce.  Owner of the Brood Bitch need not necessarily by owner of the Produce.  Produce only to be judged based on the merits of the Produce.  An entry fee of $30.00 will be charged for each Brood Bitch if she is not entered in any Regular Class, Best of Breed Competition or other Non-Regular Class.  If she is entered in another class the fee is $15.00 and should be indicated in the “Additional Class” space of the entry form.  The Produce must be entered in another class and need not pay a fee for being shown in the Brood Bitch Class as Produce.
As the Judge’s decision in the Stud Dog and Brood Bitch classes will be based upon the merits of more than one dog or bitch, no one of the dogs or bitches making up the entry judged first in the class will be eligible to complete for Best of Breed by virtue of having won this class.


                      SWEEPSTAKES

JUDGE: Mr. Hal Biermann
The Sweepstakes is open to all Weimaraner Dogs and Bitches 6 months of age and 
under 24 months of age on the day of the Show. An entry fee of $15.00 must accom-

pany the regular entry fee.  The Garden State Weimaraner Club will retain 35% of the entry fee in order to defray expenses.  All Sweepstakes entries must be entered in Regular Classes or Best of Breed Competition.  Entry blank should have “Sweepstakes” entered in the “Additional Classes” space.

In addition, there will be Veteran Sweepstakes classes consisting of Dogs at least 7 yrs  of age and less than 9 years on the day of the show, 9 years and under 11 years, and 11 years and older with the same classes for Bitches. RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The Secretary will add a collection fee to the amount of each returned check.

TELEGRAPH, TELEPHONE AND UNSIGNED ENTRIES CANNOT BE ACCEPTED.

CONSULT JUDGING SCHEDULE FOR TIME OF JUDGING.

DOGS MAY ARRIVE any time prior to their scheduled time of judging.  DOGS NOT REQUIRED for further judging will be excused.

JUDGES WILL NOT WAIT FOR ANY DOG HOLDING UP A CLASS.  Owners or agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring when their classes are called to be judged.  The show-giving club and the superintendent have no obligation or responsibility for providing service through a public address system or steward or runners for the purpose of calling or locating dogs that are not brought into the ring when required.
